This section normally would provide at least a brief recitation of the theory section in the relevant lab manual.
2. All relevant measurements from your data-sheet should be collected and presented systematically and in clear way in the Data section. All measurements should be clearly identified regarding to what they are, and all units, such as volts, amperes, etc., should be present. The original data sheet or its photocopy should be also attached to the lab report!

3. You should describe all the calculations that you did to obtain any results from your lab-measurements in the Results section. In the end of the Results section you should also add a summary paragraph describing the final outcome of the calculations or what you learned from performing the experiment. 
4. Your report should be in English, but if English is a real problem, reports in Turkish will be accepted but will be given 10% lower score.
